Week 1 - Prayer Focus:  Spirit of expectancy, personal commitment and obedience to our purpose. 

 

Day 1 Wednesday, March 9 
Father, today, I join with my church family to begin this 40-day journey of fasting and prayer.  We seek you 
individually and corporately for strength and power from the Holy Spirit to sustain us during this season.  Father, we 
ask that you will help us keep our commitment, and please give us a joyful heart as we push things aside to draw 
closer to you.  We trust you Lord, and the plans that you have for our lives.  We walk by faith and not by sight.  We 
stand in anticipation of all that you will manifest in us, through us, and in the life of this ministry.  We thank you in 

advance, In Jesus‖ name we pray, Amen.  God’s Prayer Promises:  “For I know the plans I have for you,’ declares 
the Lord, ‘Plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.” (Jeremiah 29:11)  “But as it 
is written: ‘Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things which God has 
prepared for those who love Him. “ (1 Corinthians 2:9)   

 
Day 2 Thursday, March 10 
Father God, we humble ourselves and come before you today with prayers of confession.  Father, we confess by 
name those things that we did, said and thought that were not pleasing to you.  Father, we ask forgiveness for the 
sins of commission – the things we did that you told us not to do, and for the sins of omission – the things we did not 
do, that you told us to do.  Please touch our hearts.  We ask Lord, that you would cleanse us, purge us and purify us 
from the inside out.  Please touch our will, our motives, our attitude and our emotions. May we be transformed and 
may our lives be pleasing unto you.  We thank you in advance for having your way.  In Jesus‖ name we pray, Amen.   

God’s Prayer Promises:    “If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.” (1 John 
1:8)  “But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus his 
Son, purifies us from all sin.” (1 John 1:7)  “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive our sins and 
purify us from all unrighteousness.” (1 John 1:9) “Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of 
witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with 
perseverance the race marked out for us.” (Hebrews 12:1)   

 
Day 3 Friday, March 11 
We fast and pray today with a heart of thanksgiving and praise.  Dear Lord, we thank you for bringing us through 
another year, another month, another day, another hour.  In spite of the circumstances that may face us at home, on 
our jobs, at school, in our finances, or in our relationships, we choose to give you praise.  For there is no other like 
you and you are worthy of all of the glory and praise.  You are all seeing, all knowing, merciful, gracious and so kind.  
Your name is matchless and your love is boundless.  You are a keeper, a protector, a provider, a healer, a counselor 
and a way maker; Father truly there is none like you.  “I will praise you with my whole heart; before the ‘gods’ I will 
sing your praise.  I will bow down toward your holy temple and will praise your name for your love and faithfulness.” 
(Psalm 138:1-2)  Thank you for every blessing and for your everlasting love. We love you Lord and we thank you in 

advance for all you are doing in our hearts.  In Jesus‖ name we pray, Amen.  God’s Prayer Promises:  “Heal me, O 
Lord, and I will be healed; save me and I will be saved, for you are the one I praise.” (Jeremiah 17:14) “It is good to 
give thanks to the LORD and to sing praises to your name, O Most High; to declare your lovingkindness in the 
morning and Your faithfulness by night,” (Psalm 92:1-2)   

 

Day 4 Saturday, March 12 
Father, we ask that you will help us be the church that you have called for - A House of Prayer.  We desire today to 
seek your face concerning all areas of our lives; realizing that there is nothing too hard or nothing too small for You.

Whatever she stands in the need of, and when, 
Father we thank you in advance for meeting her needs. May you get all the glory, In Jesus‖ Name, Amen.                  

God’s Prayer Promise: “The man who finds a wife, finds a treasure and receives favor from the Lord.” (Proverbs 
18:22) “Charm is deceptive, and beauty does not last; but a woman who fears the Lord will be greatly praised.  
Reward her for all she has done.  Let her deeds publicly declare her praise.” (Proverbs 31:30-31).    

  
Day 7 Tuesday, March 15 
Our prayer as we fast today is for our Pastoral and Administrative Staff.  We hold them in highest regard.  Please 
bless and keep them as they endeavor to do kingdom work.  Father, may they be mindful of the privilege to serve in 
your House and to serve your people.

May they 
walk in love, with a spirit of encouragement and helps.  We come against every contrary plan and tactic of the enemy, 
in Jesus‖ Name, thanking you in advance for the praise report.

You are 
Jehovah Jireh, the Lord our provider. You are Jehovah M‖Kaddesh, the Lord who sanctifies and makes us whole. You 
are Jehovah Tsidkenu, the Lord our righteousness. You are Jehovah Nissi, our banner on the battlefield. You are 
Jehovah Sabaoth, the Lord of Hosts. You are Jehovah Shammah, you are there. Your name is great and you are 
greatly to be praised.  We stand in awe of your greatness and power.  In spite of all that we may face today, we 

choose to worship you.  God’s Prayer Promise:  “ You are worthy, O Lord, To receive glory and honor and power; 
For You created all things, And by Your will they exist and were created.” (Revelation 4:11)

Day 24 Friday, April 1 
We fast and intercede for the Ministry Leaders of Eastern Star Church.  With thanksgiving we pray that they will 
receive strength, power and insight as they persevere and minister to the people of this church and community.  We 
pray for their families, finances, transportation and time management.

Day 27 Monday, April 4 
Father, we fast and intercede today for bereaved families.  May your love surround them right now, in the name of 
Jesus. Please touch, comfort and console. May the power of your Word minister healing to hurting hearts and peace 
to troubled minds. May mourning be turned into gladness and weeping into joy.  Whatever they stand in the need of 
in this day and the days ahead, we thank you for being God who is always there.  Please have your way in their lives 

right now, in Jesus‖ name, Amen.  God’s Prayer Promise: “We do not have a priest who is unable to sympathize 
with our weakness, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are - yet was without sin.   Let 
us then approach the throne of grace with confidence, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our 
time of need.”  (Hebrews 4:15-16) 

 
Day 28 Tuesday, April 5 
Father God, we fast and pray today for single parents and unmarried members of Eastern Star Church.  May they 
know that whatever they stand in need of, you will never leave them, or never forsake them.

God’s Prayer Promise: “Know therefore that the Lord your God is God; he is the faithful God, keeping his covenant 
of love to a thousand generations of those who love him and keep his commands.” (Deuteronomy 7:9) 

 

Week 5 – Prayer Focus:  Extending mercy, the breaking of strongholds and the power of God’s Word. 
 

Day 29   Wednesday, April 6 
Father, we fast and pray today for the homeless and orphans. “Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer. 
Some wandered in desert wastelands, finding no way to a city where they could settle. They were hungry and thirsty, 
and their lives ebbed away. Then they cried out to the Lord in their trouble, and He delivered them from their desires. 
He led them by a straight way to a city where they could settle. Let them give thanks to the Lord for His unfailing love 
and His wonderful deeds for men. For He satisfies the thirsty and fills the hungry with good things.” (Psalm 107:4-9)  

God’s Prayer Promise:  “If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding 
fault, and it will be given to him.”  (James 1:5) 

 
Day 30 Thursday, April 7 
Hear our prayer, O God, for the healing of illnesses and diseases among us.  Jesus, we thank you today; you were 
pierced for our transgressions and crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon you 
and by your wounds we are healed.  “Praise the Lord, O my soul, and forget not all his benefits; who forgives all your 
sins and heals all your diseases, who redeems your life from the pit and crowns you with love and compassion, who 
satisfies your desires with good things so that your youth is renewed like the eagle‖s.” (Psalm 103:2-5)                         

God’s Prayer Promise:  “The Spirit helps us in our weakness.  We do not know what we ought to pray for, but the 
Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groans that words cannot express.  And he who searches our hearts knows the 
mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints in accordance with God’s will.” (Romans 8:26-27) 
“If my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their 
wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin and heal their land”.  (2 Chronicles 7:14)   

 

Day 31 Friday, April 8 
Hear our prayer today as we fast for those battling with drugs, alcohol, food, gambling or other addictions.  Father, we 
pray that as they cry out to you, you will hear them and save them from their distress and pain.  “Then they cried unto 
the Lord in their trouble, and he saved them from their distress.  He brought them out of darkness and the deepest  
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gloom and broke away their chains. (Psalm 107:13-14)  We not only pray for the restoration of these persons, but we 
also pray for their families.   Please heal souls, bodies, minds and relationships in the Name of Jesus.  “Whoever is 
wise, let him heed these things and consider the great love of the Lord.”  (Psalm 107:21, 43)                               

God’s Prayer Promise: “Then you will call upon me and I will listen to you.  You will seek me and find me when you 
seek me with all your heart.  I will be found by you,” declares the Lord . . .” (Jeremiah 29:12-13) 

 
Day 32 Saturday, April 9 
Father God, we fast requesting that your presence will abide with us in a special way today.  We desire to have 
intimate fellowship with you.  Touch our hearts in such a way that we will desire an even deeper fellowship with you 
and offer you our sacrifices of praise and worship. “I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, 
that all of them may be one.  Father, just as you are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us so that the world 

may believe that you have sent me.”  (John 17:20-21)  God’s Prayer Promise:  “How gracious He will be when you 
cry for help.” (Isaiah 30:19) 

 
Day 33 Sunday, April 10 
Father, we pray for a closer walk with you today.  We thank you that we can draw near to you and you will draw near 
to us. (add scripture) We pause in this moment; quieting ourselves, and seek you alone. We hold fast to the promises 
that you‖ve provided to us in Your Word.

(Psalm 119:34).  We bow in reverence to your awesome power, love, and authority.  There is no other like you. Help 
us to walk in obedience to your will and to your way.  In Jesus‖ Name, Amen. God’s Prayer Promise:  You will seek 
me and find me when you seek me with all your heart. (Jeremiah 29:13) “You will pray to Him, and He will hear you 

. . .” (Job 22:27) 

 
Day 34 Monday, April 11 
Today we fast and focus on your invincible Truth.  “But now, this is what the Lord says—―Fear not, for I have 
redeemed you; I have summoned you by name; you are mine.  When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; 
when you pass through the rivers, they will not sweep over you.  When you walk through the fire, you will not be 
burned . . . For I am the Lord, your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior; you are my witnesses‖, declares the 
Lord, ―that I am God. Yes, from ancient days, I am He.”  (Isaiah 43:1-3, 13) We thank you Lord for your promises and 

stand firmly on your Holy Word. God’s Prayer Promise:  “I urge, then, first of all that requests, prayers, intercession, 
and thanksgiving be made for everyone - for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful quiet lives in 
all godliness and holiness.  This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all men to be saved and to come to 
a knowledge of the truth.”  (1 Tim 2:1-4) 

 
Day 35 Tuesday, April 12 
Father, God, as we fast and pray today, our desire is to be your Disciples. May we be committed to sharing the 
gospel, equipping believers, enriching the lives of others, participating in missions, and exalting Jesus in accordance 
with the mission of this ministry.  As we recommit to the mission of this ministry and come alongside the god-given 
vision of our Pastor, Father we ask that you would help us to stay focused on your will for our lives.  Thank you in 

advance for having your way.   In Jesus‖ name, Amen.  God’s Prayer Promise:  “If anyone would come after me, he 
must deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.  For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever 
loses his life for me will find it.”  (Matthew 16:24-25).   
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Week 6 – Prayer Focus:  Submission, salvation and Spreading the Gospel. 

 
Day 36 Wednesday, April 13 
Father, we ask your blessing upon our Music, Sacred Dance and Mime Ministries.  Lord, please continue to bless the 
men and women who serve faithfully, seeking to encourage our hearts and to be thankful to You.  Renew their 
strength and please use them to be mighty instruments of worship and praise.

Day 37 Thursday, April 14

Fellowship Church and New Horizons Church.  We humbly submit ourselves to your will, your plans, and your 

purpose.  Thank you, Father, for being so good to us!  God’s Prayer Promise: “The Lord is far from the wicked, but 
He hears the prayer of the righteous.”

Day 38 Friday, April 15 
We fast and pray today for our current and future building projects and for the future church plants of Eastern Star 
Church.
